The Birmingham Civil Rights Institute will be a self-guidedit of the Civil Rights Movement
of the 1960s on to the human rights struggles of today. The Museum includes many digplays
exhibits, such as an Introductory Theatre, which includes a 12-milmg “fsoing Up to
Birmingham”. It tells the story of Birmingham, from its foundiin 1871 to its emergence as
the Magic City. Also available are four mini-theaters with dramatic angtisentations.

Some of the other Exhibits include:
A Replica of the Freedom Riders’ bus provides a back drop to helps to tell the story.

Barriers Gallery - conveys the quality of life fro Blacks &dHites under segregation from
1920 to 1854. Includes replicas of a mine entrance, segregatedasiregtotgun” house,
classroom and church. A video jukebox highlights musicians of the era.

Confrontation Gallery - depicts the climate of violence and intittudathat reinforced
segregation.

Human Rights Gallery - a interactive, multimedia program givimg g sense of the Interna-
tional scope of the movement for human rights.

Milestone Gallery - a look at local and national achievement on the road to watize .|

Resource Gallery - a state of the art, interactive, compatetearning center featuring a
oral history project collection documenting the history of the Movenmetiie words of its
participants.

Movement Gallery takes you through the history of the Civil Riglhtvement from 1955 to
1963, highlighting the Montgomery Buss Boycott and Alabama Christian Mavefor
Human Rights.
